Eclipse Case Studies
The Eclipse Foundation is interested in publishing case studies of organizations that are successfully using Eclipse.   The goal is to allow other organizations to learn from the experiences and best practices of people that have already deployed Eclipse.   These case studies will be posted on the eclipse.org web site and maybe used for press related activities.

What type of case study are we looking for?
There are two types of case studies that we would like to prepare:  
1) Companies that are using Eclipse as their standard development tool.  Ideally, the company’s development management has made the decision to use Eclipse and has more than 15 developers working with Eclipse.  

2) Organizations (ISVs, open source communities and companies) that have used Eclipse Rich Client Platform (RCP) as the development and deployment framework for building their applications. 

What is the process for creating the case study?
The Eclipse Foundation will assume all responsibility for preparing and coordinating the creation of the case studies.   Each case study will go through the following process:

1) An organization is identified as a potential case study.  A short synopsis of the company name, description on how Eclipse is being used and if possible the type of application being developed is sent to Ian Skerrett  (ian.skerrett@eclipse.org)

2) An initial telephone call will be scheduled with the representative of the organization, Eclipse Foundation and a professional writer.   The representative will be interviewed via a series of questions.  The questions will vary depending on the case studies but they will typically focus on how Eclipse was adopted, why it was adopted, how it is being used today and what were potential issues.
3) The writer will then produce a draft of the case study.  Each case study will be approximately 750-1000 words in length.  The company representative will be asked to provide feedback and approval on the draft.  Any feedback will be incorporated into the final version.

4) The company representative provides final sign-off on the case study.   The case study will then be posted on eclipse.org.  In some cases it may be used for press outreach initiatives.
