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Using ADAM Schema Management to extend the Directory Schema
Goals of this process

The steps described in this document accomplish:

Extending the schema with the new objectClass, higginsPerson

Previous steps (preconditions)

The steps we must have successfully completed are:

1. Installing ADAM SP1 on Windows XP

2. Import the Microsoft schemas for user and inetOrgPerson

3. Creating an ADAM instance. The examples will use an ADAM Instance named ‘SSO’, but you can substitute your choice of name.

Subsequent steps

After we complete the steps in this document, we will then need to:

1. Use LDP to create an ADAM Application Partition for the Higgins STS

Using ADAM Schema Management

When ADAM Schema Management first comes up, it will look like:
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Click on the menu Action ( ChangeADAM Server…
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Enter the host URL of the ADAM instance and port for example: localhost 389
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You can then browse the schema
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You can right click on a class and click on Properties
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To add a new class, right mouse on classes in the left pane and click on Create Class…
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I made up the OID, not sure that is the right thing to do.
